EDU must pass
SB1 by February 15th.

Education Bills:

Education has always been my top priority. Numerous bills have been
introduced to address issues such as governance and accountability.
Here are some of the bills I am monitoring:

On Education Reform:

HB 2036 / SB 2928 provide greater autonomy to the DOE in the areas

of budget, facilities, and personnel management.

HB 2037 / SB 2104 set forth governance and management structure re-
form provisions for the department of education.

On Governance

SB 3018 replaces the current board of education with regional boards of
education and a statewide board of education composed of its members.

HB 2033 / SB 2102 propose amendments to the state constitution to
abolish the state board of education, require the governor to appoint a
state superintendent of education, establishes 15 school complexes to be
headed by chief executive officers appointed by the superintendent with
the approval of the governor.

HB 2034 / SB 2101 propose constitutional amendments to separate the

DOE budget from the Executive budget, prohibits the governor from ve-
toing line items in the DOE budget, and prohibits the governor from re-
stricting appropriated funds to the DOE.

On Accountability:

SB 3005 holds students, educational professionals, and schools individu-
ally and collectively accountable for academic excellence, student safety
and well-being, and civic responsibility by requiring establishment of an
educational accountability system based on assessment, technical assis-
tance, rewards, sanctions, and reporting.
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
